ROSSIGH TOWNLAND: The name comes from the Irish Ros Aithe meaning point of the kiln. This townland of 69 acres lies between Lignameeltoge and Rossgweer. The 1821 Census fragment lists a population of 47 and 8 families. The names were J.Maguire, T Maguire, Hamilton, Lemmon, Keenan, Sergeant, Campbell and Collum. There were 3 farmers with 4-9 acres, 3 flax spinners, 2 weavers and a pensioner. In 1841 the population was 35 but it dropped to 24 in 1851 after the Famine. According to Griffith’s Valuation of 1862 the landowner was Henry Richardson and there were 2 tenant farmers Denis Maguire and J Hamilton renting 32 and 36 acres respectively. In the 1901 census there was a population of 22 and the same 2 Catholic farming families, D Maguire and J Hamilton. By 1911 the population was down to 18 and both families had lost a parent. C Maguire was now a widow and J Hamilton a widower.
